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What topics will the students learn today? é @

ELA — During the month of October the students will learn about complex literacy elements such as Irz@
foreshadowing, mood, tone and allusions. The students are then expected to use these elements in their

narrative writing piece.

Math — We just finished learning to multiply and combine like terms of various polynomials. We will now
learn how to solve equations in one variable and two variables. We will also focus on solving inequalities.

Science — This month the students will begin their study of cells. They will review the organelles and
describe their jobs. They will observe cells under the microscope. The students will predict molecular
movement across a membrane. They will label the chemical equivalent of photosynthesis and respiration
and will compare and contrast them. The students will also perform various lab experiments.
