Literacy:
Mentor Text:

-Goldilocks & the Three Bears
-Jack and the Beanstalk

Lessons will focus on the following Common Core Literacy

Phonics: This month we will be working on:
-Suffixes ly, ful, er, or, ish

-Prefixes un, r, di, pre

-Consonant patterns kn, wr, gn, mb

Grammar: This month we will be working on:

-Demonstrating understanding of word relationships and nuances in
word meanings.

-Distinguishing shads of meaning among closely related verbs and
closely related adjectives.

Math: Go Math Chapter 8 - Length in Customary Units
-I can measure and estimate lengths in standard units.

-I can relate addition and subtraction to length.

-I can represent and interpret data.

-I can make sense of problems and persevere in solving them.

-I can construct viable arguments and critique the reasoning of
others.

-I can use appropriate tools strategically.
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Social Studies: We are continuing Communities. We will be
working on Culture and Society.

Science: We are studying Nature and Energy.

Technology: During the month of April, your child will be focusing
their navigation skills using their prior practice of keyboarding and mouse
expertise, along with proper use of the Internet. We will be using online
tools to help maximize these skills. Along the way, we will work on
integrating their literacy and mathematical skills, ensuring that all our
students maximize their learning with hands on opportunities to succeed.
