Literacy: 
Reading – Students will be using a standards based 
curriculum to ask and answer questions to show they 
understand the text. Students will also be able to refer 
to the text to find the answers. 
Word Study – The students will be introduced to a new 
word each day in class. The students are encouraged to 
use these words throughout the year, as well as in their 
writing to build their vocabulary. In addition, each unit in 
Literacy and Math will incorporate content-based 
vocabulary. 
Writing – Our young authors will be writing a narrative 
account. As writers, their goal is to use specific sensory 
details, dialogue and description to advance the sequence 
of events in a story.  
 
Math: 
This month our mathematicians will begin Chapter 2, 
“Represent and Interpret Data”. The following concepts 
covered throughout the unit are: organizing data, making 
and using bar graphs, picture graphs and line plots, and 
solving problems using data.  

 
Social Studies: 
The students are studying world geography and culture 
through the use of primary sources.  

 
Science: 
Through our reading curriculum, the students will be 
exposed to various science related topics.
